Title of research project:
Component processes of human face perception in typical and atypical individuals
A three-year postdoctoral position is available in the Brain and Behaviour Lab, headed by Professor Martin Eimer, for a cognitive neuroscientist or psychologist interested in investigating the neural mechanisms of face processing. The aim of this ESRC-funded project is to combine behavioural measures with measures of brain activity (EEG, event-related brain potentials) obtained during different face perception and recognition tasks. EEG will be obtained from individuals without face processing problems and for a group of individuals with developmental prosopagnosia who have great difficulty recognizing someone from their face. The goal is to obtain new evidence that face perception and recognition problems are linked to distinct and independent stages. 

The Research Assistant will be responsible for the management and implementation of this research, including designing experiments, participant testing, EEG data analysis and interpretation, and writing up papers for scientific journals, and coordinating impact-related activities associated with this grant. The RA will work closely with the PI (Martin Eimer) and with the co-investigator in this grant (Dr Brad Duchaine).  

Applicants should have a strong background in psychology or cognitive neuroscience. A sound background in EEG/ERP recording and analysis methods is essential, as is prior experience with experimental programming and data analysis, and sound knowledge of experimental design and statistical methods. Prior research experience in the fields of visual perception and/or face processing is desirable. Applicants should be able to work independently as well as cooperate with other postgraduate and postdoctoral members of the research team.
