INFORMATION and GUIDELINES

The Foundation for Canadian Studies UK Doctoral Studentships are funded by the Foundation for Canadian Studies in the UK and are administered in association with the Canadian High Commission. 
We invite the Scholarships Committees of UK universities and other PhD degree-granting institutions to submit nominations for these studentships. They are for PhD studies commencing at any time in 2006, or for existing PhD candidates who are liable to pay full (or part-time) home fees in 2006. 
Aims

The aims of these doctoral studentships are:

· To provide financial support for well-qualified and talented UK residents to conduct doctoral research, at a UK university, containing some Canadian element and with relevance to Canadian Studies in the UK;
· To promote and encourage Canadian Studies in the UK.

Value

These studentships are valued at £2000 per annum for full-time students and £750 per annum for part-time students. They are renewable such that they may be held for a maximum of three years (full-time) or four years (part-time). The Foundation is able to make a number of awards each year.
Matching Funding

For each year of receipt of the award, host institutions will provide ‘matching funding’ at a level which at least makes up the balance of the home/EU tuition fees for the course of study for that year.
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· Any PhD degree-granting institution in the UK may apply.

· The doctoral student nominee will be a permanent resident of the UK.
· The doctoral student nominee will conduct research containing some Canadian element and with relevance to Canadian Studies in the UK.

· A full-time nominee may be in his or her first, second, or third year of doctoral study and liable for the normal home tuition fees.

· A part-time nominee may be in up to his or her fourth year of study and liable for the normal home tuition fees.

· The studentship may be renewed by means of a subsequent application, in which an academic reference letter from the student’s supervisor or tutor will indicate that satisfactory progress has been made.

Application Procedure

Please see the accompanying Application Form.
· Applications will be submitted by host institutions on behalf of students. 
· A university representative’s signature will confirm agreement to the matching funding for one year, and an academic reference letter will be submitted with the form.

· An institution may apply for both a new award and the renewal of an existing award in the same year.

· Seven copies of applications are requested.
Deadline

The deadline for applications is 31 October 2005. (Please note that in the next round (2006-07), this deadline will be brought forward to 31 May 2006.)

Notification and Payment

Notifications of successful applications will be made by 31 December 2005.
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We look forward to receiving applications on behalf of prospective and existing PhD candidates.
