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Doctoral Colloquium

call for abstracts

The Doctoral Colloquium is intended to be distinctive from the other streams in the conference in providing a supportive environment where doctoral students can present their research to fellow students.  There will also be the opportunity to develop your ideas in discussion with selected academics in the field.

The Colloquium is intended to provide a ‘free space’ of sorts, so that different research interests might be presented, without the inherited disciplinary restrictions that other ‘themed’ streams may entail.  In this spirit, what is understood by the conference theme “Reconnecting Critical Management” will not be elaborated in any detail here, but will be left to contributors to interpret in light of their interests.

Participation in the Colloquium is open to students based in all academic departments and from all disciplinary backgrounds who feel that their research makes a contribution to a broadly-conceived critical management studies.  We also extend the invitation to contributions from those graduates who have completed their thesis in the last 12 months.  

SUBMISSION OF ABSTRACTS

Please submit your abstracts in electronic format to cmsdoctoralstream@mbs.ac.uk no later than November 6th 2006
Your abstract should provide a brief description of your research, clearly outlining your research area/questions and proposed contribution. You should also highlight the areas where you would like to obtain advice.  Those who are selected to participate in the stream will be expected to submit a short paper in advance of the conference.
Papers will be selected according to quality, research interests and to create a mixture of students at different stages of doctoral study.  Participation in the Doctoral Colloquium will not preclude speakers from making contributions to other streams at the conference, though participants will be expected to support their fellow speakers.  A prize will be awarded to the paper which the panel chairs consider to be the most “critical”.

Abstracts should be formatted as follows:

· Indication that the abstract is being submitted to the doctoral stream

· Author’s name, affiliation, contact details (address, e-mail, telephone)

· Name of research supervisor (and his/her affiliation if different from yours)

· Date when you began research and whether you are a full-time or part-time student

· Working title of your thesis

· Body text – 300 words maximum, single-spaced, at least an 11-point Ariel font

· Try to fit your abstract on one page: left margin at least 1 inch, A4 (21 cm * 29.7cm) format

· The language of the conference and for all submissions is English. 

· Submissions must be prepared in Word (version 97 or higher) or RTF.  

Nb. Papers co-authored with a supervisor are not eligible and should be submitted to one of the competitive streams.
