Judges will be looking for clarity in the talks and structure and effective use of graphics in the posters. Giving a talk 
Keep in mind:

· You will have 10 minutes to present your talk. Remember your audience is non-expert so you will need to keep it simple – no jargon!

· You can use whatever format you think most appropriate, a Powerpoint projector and an OHP will be available on the day. 
· The audience may have some questions for you after your talk.
· All PowerPoint presentations need to be emailed to Sylvia Barnes (sylvia.barnes@stir.ac.uk) by the 5th April 2005.

· We will contact you to inform you of the exact time that you will deliver your talk.
Submitting a poster

There are no set guidelines for style of poster so you can be as creative as you want to be. Average conference poster size is normally A0 (105.5 x 70.5 cm), so please use this as a guide. Come with your poster completed and ready to be put up before the conference starts and be prepared to speak to the judges about your research.

2. Timetables for the day will be sent out in advance.
