Who is eligible to apply?

Applications can only be accepted from full-time, international (non-EU), postgraduate, research students, of any subject area, who have been conditionally accepted at a participating UK academic institution. Students undertaking part-time, undergraduate or taught postgraduate courses are not eligible.
Students undertaking 'New-route' PhDs will not be eligible to apply in their first (taught) year of study. They will, however, be eligible to apply for an award to support the following three years of their PhD providing it is research-based.
Students entering their third or final year of study will not generally be eligible to apply for an award, nor will students who have already fulfilled the requirements for a PhD or equivalent or who already have an established research career. 
The level of competition for ORSAS scholarships is very high and only those students who, by the time they take up their award, hold an undergraduate degree with either first class or very good upper second class honours (or the equivalent) will be considered.

How do I get an application form?

Application packs (in hard and/or electronic copy) are only available from the academic institution where students have been offered a place to study for a full-time, postgraduate, research degree. Contact wilma.ellis@stir.ac.uk.  No other means of application is acceptable. The ORSAS office will not supply application packs directly to students nor will they accept CVs and/or letters.

Completing the application

Applicants may only submit one application through one academic institution per competition. Candidates who apply through more than one institution will be disqualified. It is therefore important that a candidate's choice of academic institution and course of study is made carefully and represents his or her final decision. Unsuccessful applicants or those unable to take up their award may re-apply in subsequent competitions.
Candidates are required to complete an application form which must be supported by two references and include an academic transcript. The first reference should be from a teacher who has direct knowledge of a candidate's undergraduate degree OR a referee with knowledge of a candidate's postgraduate studies if a first degree referee is difficult to locate. The second reference should be from the head/senior member of academic staff of the department, school or faculty where the candidate will be undertaking their research. The transcript must be accompanied by explanatory information which makes clear the level at which the student record has been assessed.
